Photography allows him to bring back some-
thing of value and show what each country offers.

Just scratching the surface
His appreciation for photography grew when he

“I found photography gave me the same goose
bumps as when 1 am working with clay,” said
Holtz, whose work at BHS includes teaching
ceramics courses. “In both photography and
ceramics, you keep learning.

° Holtz has enjoyed art since growing up in
Roseville. His father was a biology professor at
Concordia - University in St. Paul. Holtz earned
his degree at the University of Wisconsin - River

Falls. Besides teaching ceramics at BHS, he said
he teaches an introductory art course.

A happy accident
His struggle with cancer took place in 2005. He
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was diagnosed with testicular cancer in April that
year, and he said he was very fortunate not to have
to undergo chemotherapy treatments. Instead, he
drove to St. Cloud each day that May for radiation
treatments.

The drives were a lonely experience. At home,
his wife, Ning Ning (who came here from China
about six years ago), was “amazing.” Jon said. For
her sake, and for their two young children, Jon
said he chose to maintain positive attitude.

Photography was a “happy accident”
Surviving cancer caused him to ome more
decisive about the future. He made better deci-
sions, mostly with his family in mind. As for his
enjoyment of photography, he said he decided to
go get a good camera, instead of just talking about
it.

Sharing the beauty

Photography empowered him, he added. When
hlale goes for a walk in the woods, “stress is just not
there.”

“Even if I don't get any good pictures while
walking in the woods, it's still a good day,” he stat-
ed.

He feels blessed about having cancer, not that
he would ever want to go through it again. But,
like many cancer survivors, he appreciates life
more.

Photography and travel are part of that appre-
ciation,

Holiz enjoys the beawty the world offers, and he
enjoys sharing that beasty through his photos.
